Artist-in-Residence.

Friday (12th August) was the closing date for applications to become the latest artist-in-residence at Truro Cathedral. 

Prospective artists were asked to send a CV, an outline proposal and recent examples of their work to the Cathedral by Friday 12th August.

Canon Roger Bush is managing the project and is delighted with the response, “We have had an amazing number of applications for the residency project far more than we anticipated. The brief that we set the artistic community is a challenging one and we’re absolutely delighted with the number of responses”.                                            

The process of sifting through the applications will begin almost at once with a short list drawn up for interviews by mid September. The Residency will commence in November 2005 and run through to September 2006. The Cathedral is working with the Arts Council for England South West, Cornwall County Council and University College Falmouth on the scheme, which is partly sponsored by Ecclesiastical Insurance.
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
