Cathedral appoints Poet as Artist in Residence

Truro Cathedral has just appointed a poet as their new artist-in-residence.  

She is Victoria Field, a published poet from St Tudy. She was one of more than 130 applicants who applied for the position and one of six who were shortlisted. The Cathedral's proposal sought an artist who could critically appraise the role of the Cathedral at many levels, to itself and its regular congregation, but also to the community that surrounds the building. Ms Field will begin the ten month residency in November and will spend much of her time, not only writing her own works, but also encouraging others to express their own views, feelings and thoughts poetically.
Canon Roger Bush at the Cathedral said, "this was a tremendous opportunity for the Cathedral to have someone from outside our immediate congregation who would help us to see what our role is and how it is perceived by others. We can't guarantee what the final outcome will be, possibly a published work of poetry, but the process that Victoria will undertake will be both informative and enlightening., and important in itself. We are very lucky to have her cast her quizzical and sensitive eye over us."
