Cornwall’s Cathedral in partnership with local Muslim community

Following the news that Cornwall’s Muslim community had become “homeless”, leaders of Truro Cathedral have sought to offer practical support. 

Last month the community was told that it could no longer meet at a residential property in Truro and since then Muslim leaders have been seeking to make temporary arrangements while a suitable permanent solution can be found.

The need for a temporary place of prayer has been fulfilled by Truro College, who are providing a multi-faith facility as part of their new developments. However the need for a room at the centre of Truro for the education of young people in the traditions of their faith remains.

With this in mind, Truro Cathedral offered the use of the Pearson Room in the Cathedral Office for two afternoons per week from early January 2005. The group will pay a rent for the use of the facilities and the cathedral management will meet to review things in the middle of next year.

Mr TS Choudhry, whose own children have attended such classes in the past explained, “We will be educating up to 20 young people aged between 5 and 14. With parents working in local restaurants, Treliske Hospital and so on it is very helpful to have a room at such a central point in the City”.

“We are absolutely delighted to be able to be able to offer this hospitality,” said Perran Gay, Acting Dean of Truro, “It provides an opportunity to promote mutual understanding locally, in the face of tensions caused internationally by religious and political difficulties”.
