Once they get going it’s very difficult to stop them! The atmosphere will be fantastic. People will recognise all the Jazz classics like When the Saints go marching in, Mine eyes have seen the glory, Down by the river and Give me that old Time Religion. Although the service will have a great deal of fun we will also spend time thinking about the terrible plight of the people of New Orleans.”
