Norma continued to delight the congregation by staying on with the band after her solo and she and Graham brought the house down with their entirely unrehearsed but professionally executed impromptu duets.

A large and very appreciative congregation clapped and danced along with the music and pronounced this new style of cathedral service a resounding success.
