Cathedral supports Holocaust Memorial Day

Friday 27th January is remembered as Holocaust Memorial Day. The Cathedral will have prayers on the hour throughout the day, a special service at 5.30pm and will mount a special exhibition featuring the stories of ten brave British citizens who helped save the lives of Jewish people during the Holocaust.
This year the theme of Holocaust Memorial Day is ‘One Person Can Make A Difference’. This new theme celebrates the courage of the rescuers who helped the persecuted survive and gave them hope. Many rescuers are still alive and living in the UK and they should be honoured, before it is too late. Their courage enabled many victims of the Nazis to survive the Holocaust.

The Cathedral is supporting the day with an exhibition that highlights the acts of bravery and heroism that saved countless lives.

The 5.30pm Evensong will have selected readings and prayers that reflect the message of the Day.

Special prayers will be said on the hour throughout the day between 9am and 4pm.

Canon Peter Walker outlines what he hopes can be achieved, “The stories of the rescuers show everyone how even small actions can make a difference to the persecuted and hunted. It also highlights the dangers of indifference to the plight of those in danger. As last year we hope that learning about the courage of the rescuers will enable everyone of us, young and old, of whatever faith or no faith, to change our attitudes to our fellow man. We must be aware that each individual is responsible for his/her own actions and we must not be indifferent to our neighbour’s pain. We will then have learnt one of the most valuable lessons of the Holocaust – that ‘One Person Can Make a Difference”.
