Local Doctor brings Medecins Sans Frontieres to Truro.

The Bishop of Truro’s Lent Lectures begin next Wednesday (8th March) at 7.30pm with the first of four lectures exploring some of the themes and issues blighting developing countries.

Dr Chris Tiley is a local doctor based in Mevagissey who is also partly based at Treliske Hospital and the Peninsula Medical School. If that wasn’t enough work for one person Chris has also carried out work on behalf of Medecins Sans Frontieres (MSF) in the war torn countries of Ethiopia and Afghanistan.

MSF has grown to be the predominant international medical aid agency with a reputation of not only being the first to arrive in a crisis-hit area, but often, the only organisation to be there at all. The movement was awarded the 1999 Nobel Peace Prize.
MSF UK continuously recruits from the UK and Ireland through its office in London, sending dozens of doctors, nurses, and other allied medical professionals, to work on MSF projects in over 80 countries. 

Chris will share his experiences of what it is like to work in these difficult and dangerous conditions; He will also outline his perspective on the health issues affecting the developing world and our role in supporting the individuals and organisations that can do something positive to help.

Colin Reid, Cathedral Communications Officer, outlines the theme behind Bishop Bill’s Lent Lectures this year, “Last year the MAKE POVERTY HISTORY campaign raised people’s awareness of the plight of developing countries with regard to debt, aid and trade; The Lent Lectures take that theme forward and look at Health, Human Rights and Ecological Concerns for those countries and what our response could be. Our Speakers are a mixture of local and national figures with direct experience of the problems and pitfalls but also the glimpses of hope and humanity that can surround a very complex set of issues and questions. A very interesting set of speakers.”
