Truro Cathedral ‘carbon footprint’ 

to be audited by The Carbon Trust

Truro Cathedral is probably the biggest building in Cornwall, and it’s about to get its carbon footprint measured. 
Nick Osmaston from the Carbon Trust is coming to the Cathedral on Wednesday 13th June at 10am to undertake a survey that will help the Cathedral to identify its Carbon footprint. The Carbon Trust is an independent company funded by Government.  Their role is to help the UK move to a low carbon economy by helping business and the public sector reduce carbon emissions now and capture the commercial opportunities of low carbon technologies
He’ll not only be looking at the Cathedral but also at the Cathedral Office, Shop and Restaurant and will also be identifying energy saving opportunities and offering practical advice on how to implement them. Typically energy savings of around 30% can be achieved thus drastically reducing our carbon emissions and shrinking our footprint.

The Cathedral has annual energy bills in excess of £50,000 and the Carbon Trust will provide free surveys to any organisations in a similar position. The Cathedral is keen to show the way in these matters. We hope that by leading by example we act as a stimulus for other organisations in Cornwall to look at, and then reduce,  their own carbon footprints.
