of the restaurant 

The Cathedral Chapter met on Friday 12th October 2007.  They noted with regret that a misunderstanding with the media had occurred in relation to the future plans for the Cathedral Restaurant.  

The decision to restructure is being taken after a long period of consultation and following receipt of professional advice.  

Whilst volunteers would no longer be used in the restaurant from the end of December, the Chapter are keen to ensure that all those affected by the changes are properly cared for. The Cathedral is working very closely with those volunteers currently helping in the Restaurant to successfully re-deploy them into other areas of Cathedral life. Volunteers remain essential to the Cathedral’s operation and the welcome it is able to give to its very many visitors each year.  The Dean of Truro, Dr Christopher Hardwick, said, “We are enormously grateful to all of our volunteers and for the excellent work which they do in supporting the day to day life of the Cathedral.  We are keen to ensure that we find new and valuable roles for those being redeployed from the Restaurant”.

Truro Cathedral is one of the largest organisations in Cornwall offering voluntary work throughout the year and this remains a very important link between the Cathedral and the community which the Chapter greatly values and is keen to continue to support.

Earlier this week, a successful and positive meeting was held with Sarah Franks of Pencalenick School.  The Cathedral has enjoyed a happy relationship with the school for a number of years.  Placements for Pencalenick pupils will continue, but within different areas of the Cathedral, offering a wider range of opportunities.  A similar meeting is being planned with Social Services.
