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Funding Statement

As you are probably by now aware, it has been agreed by the Cathedral Chapter, with the approval of the ringers, that the project to overhaul the Cathedral bells in order to mark their Centenary in 2010 should include the addition of two extra bells to augment the ring to twelve, and two further light bells which will provide a light ring of ten, tenor 14 cwt.

This is a complex and therefore somewhat costly operation, due to the need to re-arrange the present upper framework and to install some effective and adjustable sound control.  The project will not fail due to lack of funding as it has been completely underwritten.  However, we hope that anyone who has experienced the pleasure of ringing here may wish to be involved by making some financial contribution.  A breakdown is attached, listing examples of what a specific donation would buy. 

It is the intention that, unless anonymity is specifically requested,  a record of all contributors will be drawn up, but without any amounts stated.
