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NEXT ARCHDEACON OF CORNWALL

It has been announced today, Sunday 16 October,  by the Bishop of Truro, that Canon Roger Bush is to be the new Archdeacon of Cornwall.  He will succeed the Ven. Rodney Whiteman, who retires on 31st December. Canon Roger will take up the duties of Archdeacon of Cornwall on 1st February 2006;  he will cease to be a Residentiary Canon of Truro Cathedral. His installation as Archdeacon of Cornwall will take place in the  Cathedral at Evensong at 4pm on Sunday 5th February 2006.

Roger Bush was born in 1956 and trained at  The College of the Resurrection, Mirfield. He was ordained deacon in 1986, and priested in 1987. He served his first curacy, from 1986 –1990, in the diocese of Derby, in the parish of Newbold with Dunstan. He was then appointed Team Vicar to the parish of the Resurrection, Leicester where he remained until 1994.

Roger and his wife Lois, and their two children, moved to Cornwall in 1994, becoming Team Rector  of one of Cornwall’s largest parishes, Redruth with Lanner and Treleigh; he was elected Rural Dean of Carnmarth North in 1996,  and his time in west Cornwall has provided a useful insight into the opportunities, problems and potential of the Archdeaconry. In 2004 he was appointed as  Canon Chancellor of Truro Cathedral. He has just been re-elected to serve on the General Synod of the Church of England. Roger and his family will continue to live in Truro.

Note to Editors:
