Truro Cathedral searches for choirboy stars

Truro Cathedral Choir will soon hold auditions for boys currently in Years 2, 3 or 4 who want to join its ranks. 

The Cathedral’s Director of Music, Christopher Gray, said: “Music is really flourishing at the Cathedral. We are blessed with no fewer than four different choirs at the moment, offering singing opportunities to girls and boys from age 7 to 19, as well as adults. All four choirs are always pleased to hear from prospective new members, but this month we are especially looking for boy choristers to join our famous Cathedral Choir”. 

Truro Cathedral Choir has existed in its current form of about 18 boys and 12 men since the Cathedral was consecrated in 1887. It is thriving at the moment with a busy programme of CD recordings, international concert tours and broadcasts on BBC television and radio. 

At the heart of the choir’s duties are the regular sung services at the Cathedral. In December, the choir sang to more than 7,000 people at various concerts and services which included the traditional Nine Lessons and Carols. 

Christopher Gray said: “We are fortunate to have a great deal of support from the local community for all that we do. There is a lot of intensive hard work involved behind the scenes for the choir to maintain its excellence and, as well as a love of singing, the Choristers have to be dedicated to what they do. The rewards are considerable and being part of the choir can be truly life-changing for the right boy. At the auditions, we will be looking for potential at this early stage, rather than a ‘finished product’”. 

All of the Cathedral Choristers attend Polwhele House School where scholarships are given and additional means-tested bursaries are available.
