Volunteers for TV Operations 

 

Ever fancied yourself as a TV cameraman or director? 

 

Truro cathedral has a TV system for showing events to the congregation or the audience seated 

away from the action.  We require volunteers to join the team who rig and operate the cameras 

and also the simple mixer.  

 

The cameras are fairly simple to operate but unlike home movies from a camcorder, the events 

are covered 'live'.  The operators have to concentrate on the event and also be aware of what the 

other cameras are showing.   The mixer operator can give guidance via wireless headphones if 

required.  

 

The mixer operator puts it all together, choosing the most appropriate picture to show and 

directing the camera operators when necessary.  

 

So if you fancy yourself as a camera operator or as a director/editor please come and join the 

team.  It helps if you have some appreciation of picture composition and/or of music but this is 

not essential and we can arrange a familiarisation and practice session before you take over a 

camera or the mixer for a real event.  It can be rewarding experience and you get to see and to 

contribute to some important events in the community. 

 

 

 

 

 

 



THE ROLES 

 

Camera Operators: 

 

 Should have an appreciation of picture composition and /or music. 

 Be familiar with procedures in church services and concerts. 

 Ability to stand for long periods (up to 2hrs).  May be able to sit for some of the time. 

 Preferably not involved with other activities in the cathedral (e.g. lay assistant). 

 Able to concentrate for long periods and act rapidly to unexpected things happening.. 

 Preferably living close to Truro to minimise travelling and also available at short notice. 

 Not extremely scared of heights. -   should be ok in the gallery or the camera platform. 
 

 

Mixer Operator: 

 

 Should be able to concentrate for long periods. 

 A technical background would be useful. 

 An appreciation of film or video editing would be an advantage. 

 Needs to work out best positions for cameras in relation to the event and the fixed cable 
points. 

 Needs to learn how to operate the mixer and other equipment. 

 Needs to be able to think ahead and react quickly to unexpected things happening. 

 Should be able to issue concise directions to the camera operators. 

 Familiar with procedures in church services and concerts.
